1. While preparing for your exam, practise using a variety of the structures and language features; it is 

neither possible nor necessary to use all of them.  

2. The key is to avoid repeating the same structures. Candidates that do this usually fail because they 

don’t demonstrate sufficient grammatical range to pass.
